BBQ or pie night

There’s not a great deal to organise: the usual things for a club BBQ or buy some pies.    

Charge an amount that covers your costs and tell people that they will be invited to make a donation on the night.  Be sure to mention the prizes draws when they donate $10 or more (each $10 is one entry in the prize draws or $50 gains six entries).

Announce the event at training and by email to club members, sponsors and associates.  Perhaps ask the local newspaper to run a story and try to get others in the community to come along.

When inviting people mention the event is to raise money to create education opportunities for kids in low-income communities and to help the environment – for details see www.rugbythanks.org.
Collecting Donations (edit page two):

If individuals make a donation of $10 or more it’s important that their details are passed on to Its Time Foundation – using page two.  Individuals are sent a tax-deductible receipt and are entered in prize draws.   

The information is also used to send a certificate of appreciation with details of the actual school where the money is spent. Certificates are sent by email after the particular project is completed.  A certificate of appreciation is also sent to the group for arranging the activity.
When funds are collected complete the Remittance_form and deposit funds (see that form for details). If the form opens as “Read Only” then “Save As”; if the form does not appear on your screen check your downloads folder.
Your group does not need to issue receipts. 

If your group, for example, does a coin collection or raffle or other individual amounts less than $10, the following form is not necessary. Rather enter the total amount Remittance_form and deposit funds as described.   A receipt and certificate of appreciation is sent to the group name.
